When I was giving a talk to the Ipswich Bromeliads Society recently, the subject of using Seasol 
and also of using soluble Calcium for bromeliads came up in discussion. This prompted me to 
research these topics and to reassess what we are doing in relation to them in our own nursery. I 
would like to share with you the information I have accessed about Seasol in this article. I will be 
writing a follow up article on Calcium. 
 
WHAT IS SEASOL? 
Seasol is a brand name for a 100% organic seaweed extract.  It is made from two species of 
seaweed ï Bull Kelp (Durvillaea potatorum) and Knotted Kelp (Ascophyllum nodosum) both of 
which are sustainably sourced. The Bull Kelp grows in the clean oceans around King Island and 
the west coast of Tasmania where it is collected from the shores of remote beaches.  Knotted Kelp 
grows in shallow intertidal waters.  The base of the plant is left intact so that the kelp re-grows. 
 
Seaweed contains a complex mixture of biochemicals including hormones that regulate plant 
growth.  An analysis conducted at the Australian National University scientifically identified 
hormones called cytokinins and auxins.  Cytokinins are known to stimulate cell division and new 
shoot initiation and have a general effect on shoot growth. Auxins have wide ranging effects on 
plant growth particularly stimulating the formation of new roots. 
 
Seasol is a plant tonic (conditioner) and is not by definition a fertiliser as it contains only very small 
amounts of nitrogen and phosphorus.  
 
BASIC ANALYSIS 
Nitrogen = .2% 
Phosphorus = .58% 
Potassium = up to 4.3% 
Sodium = .9% 
Plus many other natural compounds and almost every known trace element 
 
The amount of Potassium is of benefit to bromeliads and the trace elements contribute to overall 
plant nutrition. Sodium will be discussed later in this article.  
 
SUMMARY of BENEFITS of SEASOL (as listed by the producing company) 

¶ Increases cell division thereby stimulating plant and root growth 

¶ Enhances cell óstrengthô resulting in increased tolerance to heat, drought and frost 
conditions 

¶ The effects of dehydration can be reversed after a single foliar application 

¶ As Seasol contains so little nitrogen and phosphorus, it wonôt interfere with other nutritional 
inputs and it can be used all year round 

¶ Optimised plant health reduces the incidence and severity of some pest and disease 
problems 

¶ The natural compounds in Seasol also help to increase nutrient uptake, so when fertilisers 
are applied , they are much more effective 
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WORD of CAUTION 
 
I was advised by an experienced horticultural chemist that Seasol should not be used for 
bromeliads due to its high sodium content (.9%) and its high pH (10).  High levels of sodium are 
known to be harmful to bromeliads with leaf tip die back usually one of the first symptoms.  This 
problem can be experienced with high levels of sodium in the water supply.  
Weôve used Seasol in our nursery for years without any signs of damage to the leaves. Also Iôve 
mainly heard of positive results from other brom growers.  A few people have reported problems 
(one grower experienced damage to the centre of the plants using full strength dilution in water). 
 
So I rang Seasol and spoke to their Marketing Agronomist. He said that they had not tested 
Seasol specifically on bromeliads. However they had never received any negative feedback from 
brom growers.  He was of the opinion that the dilution of the concentrate in water for foliar 
application reduces the amount of sodium to a non harmful level. He also stated that the pH of leaf 
surfaces helps to neutralise the high pH. 
 
COMPATABILITY 
This is an important issue ï will the physical properties of soluble fertilisers remain stable if mixed 
with Seasol?  
 
The same horticultural chemist as before says no and that Seasol must be applied separately from 
other fertilisers, insecticides and fungicides.  
 
The Seasol Agronomist said that the main nutrient that causes problems is phosphorous and it is 
therefore best to avoid mixing Seasol with any phosphorous containing compound.  
 
Seasol has been tested with several insecticides and fungicides and found to be compatible with 
quite a few. The insecticides commonly used for bromeliads werenôt on the list. Mancozeb was 
listed as ok. 
 
 We have decided to apply Seasol separately. 
 
RATE of APPLICATION 
Recommended: 25mls per 9 litres of water every 2-4 weeks 
 
We use ½ strength (12.5mls per 9 litres) as an extra precaution due to the high sodium level and 
apply every 4 weeks. 
 
*There are other seaweed products on the market which I havenôt researched. The benefits are 
probably similar, but the information above relates specifically to Seasol. 
 
*Powerfeed is also made by the same company. Its nitrogen is higher that potassium (N12%:  
P 1.4% : K  7% so I wouldnôt use it for bromeliads.

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Guzmanias ôGary Hendrixõ and ôPink Novaõ 
Geoff Lawn, BSI Cultivar Registrar 

 
Former BSI President Jerry Raack of Ohio recently enquired about his variegated Guzmania sanguinea x 

wittmackii, wanting to know it’s cultivar name. The Cultivar Register had only one entry which seemed the 

closest match, namely G. ‘Pink Nova’ but the official photo showed bright yellow petals, not white as per 

Jerry’s photo. This anomaly was resolved from other photos Jerry submitted which proved that ’Pink Nova’s 

flowers are white in the bud stage but open and age to canary yellow. This cultivar’s variegation is variable, 

degenerating to sparse white thin lines sometimes, at least in U.S.A. and Australia. Jerry’s original plant of 

variegated G. sanguinea x wittmackii came from Herb Hill of Raintree Tropicals in Lithia,  Florida where its 

variegation was outstanding in 1990, as shown in the accompanying photos (Figures 2 and 3.)   

 

The BCR has no record of who produced and named ‘Pink Nova’ as recent enquiries with Herb Hill drew a 

blank, so the breeder remains a mystery. Whether ‘Pink Nova’ arose as a seedling mutation from the grex of 

G. sanguinea x wittmackii , or as a vegetative sport, is unknown. When well grown, a mature rosette can 

reach 50cms. diameter. The BCR entry reference of BromTree 1990 catalogue listed ‘Pink Nova’ so The 

Bromeliad Tree nursery in Miami, Florida (owner John Laroche) stocked it at that time and was possibly the 

original source of G. ‘Pink Nova’. 

 

Jerry Raack’s  variegated G. sanguinea x wittmackii had “(Hendrix)” on the label, so I enquired with long-

time breeder Gary Hendrix in Florida .Gary confirmed that he did the original cross in March, 1977 between 

a G. sanguinea from John Banta and a G. wittmackii  “purple clone” which Gary had collected in Ecuador. 

None of the progeny were variegated and all stock (under parentage only)  went to Herb Hill in 1979. This 

clone with green/purple foliage and a pink inflorescence reaches 60cms. diameter and  was shown  by Herb 

Hill at the World Bromeliad Conference in Corpus Christi, 1982, as photographed by Herb Plever of New 

York (Fig.1.). As Gary Hendrix‘s original cross was never named, in honour of its breeder, I am registering 

it as G. ‘Gary Hendrix‘, albeit 35 years after the event--but it’s better late than never.

M E M B E R S H I P 
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Catopsis 
 
Catopsis is a genus of the botanical family Bromeliaceae, subfamily Tillandsioideae. The 

genus name is from the Greek “kata” (hanging down) and “opsis” (appearance). Catopsis is a 

genus of plants that can be found from Florida to the eastern parts of Brazil, including the 

Caribbean. One of the species, Catopsis berteroniana, is thought to be carnivorous.

Quaint rather than highly coloured, these usually small bromeliads have soft, waxy leaves, 

frequently coated with white powder, especially on the leaf reverse. 

Their inflorescences are of elongated or branched form, the petals white. They are usually 

epiphytic sometimes saxicolous. Consequently, they can be mounted, or grown in a coarse, 

well-drained medium. A medium to warm (13° to 30°) year round temperature is enjoyed in 

their homelands.  

 

Grow in bright, filtered light ranging to full tropical sunlight. Mist daily in dry periods to 

maintain a reasonable level of humidity.

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ADENIUMS – The Desert Rose

Some gardeners may not be familiar with the hardy 

succulent Adenium. They remind Leonie of "contented 

boabs with their fantastic rounded, twisted sculptured 

shapes." Their flowers are spectacular.  

 

Adeniums are commonly known as Desert Roses. The 

'desert' part is correct as they come from Africa and the 

Middle East, but they’re certainly not roses. Adenium 

obesium, as they’re commonly known, are actually 

more related to Alamandas, Oleanders and 

Frangipanis. 

 

 

Å Habit: They grow to about 2 metres high, and love hot, tropical climates. Ideal growing 

conditions include full sun and rich, well-drained soil. 

 

Å Water: A common misconception is that they don’t need much water or attention. Leonie 

says, "They are tough plants, but they’re surprisingly sensitive to how much water they get – 

too much and they’ll rot; too little and they’ll stress and drop their flowers." During the dry 

season in the top end, water them every day when it’s cool in either the morning or the 

afternoon. During the wet season, reduce this rate depending on the rain. Water the soil and 

avoid the leaves, and don’t sit your Adenium in a saucer of water because it may rot.  

 

Å Media: Adeniums like an open, well-drained media, so use one part vermiculite to two 

parts quality potting mix. Fertilise with a slow release fertiliser every 8 months or so and a 

liquid seaweed tonic every fortnight.  

 

Å Pests: They aren’t bothered by many pests. A bit of white oil takes care of insects such as 

aphids or mealy bugs. 

 

Å Propagating: Adenium seed pods come in pairs and they’re filled with dandelion-like 

fluffy seeds. Separate the seeds and plant densely into the media. Cover with a bit of soil and 

in a month’s time they’ll be crowded and ready to pot on into individual pots. Seeds are not 

necessarily 'true to type' meaning that a plant with white flowers may produce offspring with 

different colours. But Adeniums grown from cuttings tend to be a bit scraggly, so 

propagating from seeds is the best way to get lovely fat trunks. 

 

Å Grafting: This is the fastest way to get another adult flowering plant. Grafting a branch 

from a plant with the flower colour you want onto root stock will produce an adult plant with 

the desired flower colour quite quickly.

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There are many different grafting techniques, but Leonie explains an easy one: "Take your 

graft, trim off all the leaves except a few at the top. Using a sharp knife, make a 'V' in the 

bottom of the stem. In your root stock, make a slice about the same length of the 'V', insert 

the stem and press them together making sure all the surfaces make good contact. Bind the 

graft with horticultural tape and cover with a plastic bag for about a week to minimise 

moisture loss. Adeniums can be a bit sappy so use methylated spirits to clean the knife blade. 

This will also help stop any infections spreading between the plants.  

 

Å Repotting: Each time you re-pot, the plant should sit a bit higher. This encourages the roots 

down further and the cortex to sit above the surface of the soil and fill out more. Eventually 

you’ll get a beautiful, fat, happy Adenium.  

 

Å Pruning: In the wet season, the chance of getting rot in the open wounds is very high, so 

prune during the dry season. Pruning will improve the shape and encourage more branches 

and flowers. 

 

Leonie thinks that "Adeniums are the plants to watch. Their striking good looks, fabulous 

and prolific flowering, and modest water requirements make them a fantastic addition to any 

garden."
